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Supplies:
Scor-Pal®

Cardstock

Rubber Stamps

Copic Markers

Embellishments to your choosing



If you are right handed it is easier to use the right
hand side fence for 1/2” scores. Score at 11 1/2”

After trimming base mat

to the desired size

(4-1/8” x 5-3/8” here),

turn cardstock face down,
align it in the upper right
corner of the Scor-Pal

and score along the

11-1/2” line on all four sides.

Next, on the right side of

your Scor-Pal, align opposite
points of your rectangle
with the same line. (I'm
at the 8-1/2” mark here.)

Holding cardstock firmly
in place, score at every
1/2” mark inside the
previously scored

outer boundary lines




Align opposite corners
with the same mark

on the grid and score

at 1/2” intervals there
also. Tip: If you have

a hard time seeing

where to start and

stop with your scoring
tool, you can use an
embossing stylus to score.

Turn the cardstock over and you have your embossed piece like below.
